Helping at home 

  Listen to your child read their reading book. Your child should read at least 4 times a week. They should be able to read their book with ease. 

  Sound purse. Practice sounds and tricky words at least 3 times a week.  

 Share the library books that we send home with your child. Read it to them and discuss the text; what happened, what they can see, make predictions about the next page, etc. 

 Encourage your child to practice writing their name, forming letters (lowercase and capital), shopping lists, etc.
